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Cost of cancer care varies, depending on many factors.  

For example, an otherwise healthy patient with low-grade prostate cancer 
is not going to need as many resources as a patient with metastatic 
prostate cancer & multiple ancillary conditions.  

A patient who is in remission for 5 years from breast cancer is not going to 
need as many resources as someone who is currently undergoing 
treatment for breast cancer.

Correlation between Coding & Cancer Care Resources
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Allocation of resources is greatly impacted by coding & documentation.

Does the documentation truly reflect how sick the patient is?  
Are the most specific, accurate, and thorough codes being reported?

Medication Reconciliation, with a Diagnosis attached to Every Medication 

Vitals: Did you include Pain? Height? Weight? BMI? % Meals? Last Bowel Movement?

Physical Exam: Did you describe this person? Did you include the skin exam and note any bruising? 
How about temporal wasting & cachexia?  Peripheral edema or lower extremity hair loss?
